the way of the sea, beyond the Jordan, Galilee of the Gentiles —
the people dwelling in darkness

have seen a great light,

and for those dwelling in the region and shadow of death,

on them a light has dawned.’

From that time Jesus began to preach, saying, ‘Repent, for the
kingdom of heaven is at hand.’ <

While walking by the Sea of Galilee, he saw two brothers, Simon
(who is called Peter) and Andrew his brother, casting a net into the
sea, for they were fishermen. And he said to them, ‘Follow me, and
I will make you fishers of men.’ Immediately they left their nets and
followed him. And going on from there he saw two other brothers,
James the son of Zebedee and John his brother, in the boat with
Zebedee their father, mending their nets, and he called them.
Immediately they left the boat and their father and followed him.
And he went throughout all Galilee, teaching in their synagogues
and proclaiming the gospel of the kingdom and healing every
disease and every affliction among the people.

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This passage marks the beginning of Jesus' public ministry. After John the Baptist is arrested,
Jesus leaves Nazareth and settles in Capernaum, a town by the Sea of Galilee. Matthew tells
us this fulfils the prophecy of Isaiah: “The people who sat in darkness have seen a great light."
Jesus brings light - hope, truth, and healing - to those who feel lost or forgotten.

From the very start, Jesus preaches a simple message: “Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is
at hand." Repentance doesn't just mean feeling sorry. It means turning around, reorienting your
life, and making space for God's presence.

Then Jesus calls His first disciples — fishermen at work: Peter and Andrew, James and John.
He invites them with just a few words: "Follow me, and | will make you fishers of people.”
Amazingly, they leave their nets, their boats, even their families, and follow Him. They don't yet
know the full journey ahead, but they trust the One who calls.

This Gospel shows us that Jesus meets us in ordinary places — by the sea, at work, in everyday

life — and invites us to follow Him. His light still shines in our darkness today, and His call still
echoes: "Follow me." &

Read the Gospel passage slowly and

Jesus calls us to follow Him with open hearts,
prayerfully, then sit in silence for two minutes, to leave behind what holds us back, and to
simply saying in your heart: “Here | am, Lord — trust that His light will guide us into something
| want to follow You." greater.
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REFLECT

esus begins His ministry with a
J message that's both simple and

challenging: “Repent, for the
kingdom of heaven is close at hand.”
That word — repent — can sound harsh,
but it really means turn around, change
direction, come home to God. Jesus
doesn't begin with condemnation —He
begins with an invitation.

Matthew tells us that Jesus brings light

‘to those who sit in darkness. And we

know that darkness - the darkness of
fear, grief, failure, or loneliness. But Jesus
enters into that shadow and brings hope.
He comes to shine a light, not just for the
world, but for each of us personally.

Then He calls His first disciples.

They are fishermen — ordinary, hard-
working people. Jesus doesn't ask for
qualifications or perfection. He simply
says, "Follow me." And they do. Not
because they understand everything,
but because something in His voice tells
them this is the way.

Jesus is still calling today — not just

the holy or the wise, but you and me.
He meets us in our everyday lives, and
says: Come with me. I'll lead you into
something deeper, something brighter.

So if you feel stuck, tired, or uncertain —
listen. His voice is near. The kingdom of
heaven is close. And He is calling your
name. B
